I found and opened a new door, which is to make my own decisions. Therefore I started understanding for looks very little but it was big and main thing of matter, I never saw it before. 
I am really happy to come to India because I didn’t meet only Indians, but others. Our hospital is international. That’s why I had the chance to meet overseas nations, patients and attendants with them, such as middle east countries; Iraq, Oman, Saudi-Arabia, Yemen and Pakistan, Africa; Uganda, Kenya, Sudan, Nigeria, Ethiopia and South Africa, Guyana, UK, USA, France, German, Korea and China. I was learning from them and I wanted to encompass what I had learned to them. I made some friends (India, Swiss, Chinese, France, Iraq, Kenya and German) who ever have before my life I hope it will be to keep for a long time friendship. 

Unfortunately, I couldn’t work in rural area like I wanted to do. Because it was depending on to follow things such as construction work is going on the Mediville project right now. Frontier Lifeline is a Private Limited Hospital and the Indian government processes are very slow. They already approved financial support for Vermicompost project in our site  more than five months prior. But we are still waiting for money from the Indian government to start the Vermicompost project. 

However, I couldn’t work in rural area, but I am happy to work and study in the Mediville project because it is not a simple project. The Medical village is around 360 acres. In that Medical village we have  collaboration with TIDCO its Especial Economic Zone of South India. I believe it will bring great results of medical science, social and economic in India. I think who can’t to get a chance to work and study this project easily so I should say thank you very much for offering me this great chance. 
During my learning and working in Mediville project I visited three fishing villages with more than 30 fishermen families and some fishermen to know their life style. We studied aquaculture; seaweed cultivation, crab farm, shrimp farm, fish farm, mangrove forest, and Vermicomposting with my work team. I got theory knowledge. I never heard cultivation of earth worm before I came to India. I just knew to herding livestock, so it was really new and interesting for me to study aquaculture and vermicompost. 
I met Project Officers of Project Implementation Unit, Chennai and Thiruvallur District for getting information of projects in urban and rural area. They offered me to visit some local NGO which was MCDS. I got the chance to meet Women Self Help Groups, affected by Tsunami people, especially children, aged women and officers of the NGOs. I was there three days to get experience in how they are working and helping to them it was really good experience for me. We could share with each other our experiences for those days. Also I visited Indian Bank to know micro finance support to family business. I had the chance to meet new loaner for new women self help groups during my visiting time. It was very informative. Moreover, I should to say about Parmula hospital. In the beginning I didn’t believe Cardio Specialist hospital in almost rural area when I heard about that. But in reality it was not true the Parmula hospital is reason of rural development with strong team working there. I can easily imagine that is huge success in future.   
When I was working in Frontier Life line hospital I had the chance to learn about vermiculture and I prepared reference material of that for the Mongolian customers. I hope it will help for them to start new business, improve their life style, and to help protect environment. 
 Also I have been studying to exporting equine pericardium from Mongolia to India with the help of Dr. A. Thomas Pezzella and Dr.Suma. I believe it will be also good experience to foreign trade for me. I hope this project will be help in the  development of Healthcare and Science projects between Mongolia and India.
